There remains uncollected and due on adjusted quotas in
our Conference $22,019.61. This amount should be collected as soon
as possible, and we would respectfully request our preachers, where
there is a balance due on adjusted quotas, to bring the matter to the
attention of their people and give them an opportunity to liquidate
these amounts.

The Board of Finance has
elected Rev. Harry P. Baker, Conference Insurance Agent, in connec-
tion with his regular work in the pastorate.

We are glad to report that the insurance company has granted the
Conference a waiver of medical examination for a period of sixty
days, making any active preacher of the Conference eligible to take
this insurance.

REPORT OF THE BOARD OF CHRISTIAN LITERATURE.

Creating, printing and circulating Christian literature is an indis-
Pen§able factor of our Methodism. One of the most essential of all our
1pst1tutions is our own Publishing House. We can hardly be too
emphatic in urging the preachers and people of Southern Methodism
to prize their relation to this essential concern.

We should be proud of our Publishing House; not only because it
represents the power of the press in the promotion of Lh(; Gospel, but
because f’f its continuous prosperity as a business concern - In, the
:vl';(;a‘r ?ndlgg February 28, 1935, the House made a profit of $.SG,270.76.
molrse ltsi1 $-0:1172-29 'more than the profit of the year before. A little

e ofa?haé% was xpade on the purchases of its customers.
superannuaiz: pr;lflits the .Book Committee has appropriated $75,000 to
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$1,500. This conference year promises to be better than last year,
and it is hoped that all the old indebtedness can be paid.

The circulation of the paper has increased more than two hundred,
making the total number of subscribers now 5,001.

The matter of endowment has received attention during the year
and a deed of trust for $3,850 has been added to the fund, besides $200
in cash, plus $500 which can be credited as soon as 500 new subscrip-
tions have been added to our list. This will make a total for the en-
dowment of $9,570.

This board wishes to express its appreciation of the stress put upon
the need of our church periodicals by our presiding officer, Bishop
Edwin D. Mouzon. The circulation of our literature has taken a turn
for the better. Through several years it declined rapidly and seri-
ously. Now there is improvement.

The General Board of Christian Education is continuing to issue
two types of church school literature, the closely graded and the
group graded, from which schools may choose according to their
needs. We fteel that it is important for our Methodist schools to use
our own literature. We commend the spirit of the editors in that
they are continuously seeking to make improvements and are sympa-
thetic with suggestions that come to them from local church workers
in the interest of producing better lesson materials.

Recommendations.

1. We recommend first, that all our people give their continuous
support to the Publishing House by purchasing their books, periodi-
cals and supplies from it.

2. That the Commission on Budget be asked to grant an appor-
tionment of $7,000 for-the support of the Baltimore Southern Methodist.

3. That the Bishop be requested to appoint Q—IZ'JF—'\‘“E;E?EEE‘M-
editor_and business manager for the conference year 1935-36, and,
owing to the fact that the business manager is expected to spend a
considerable portion of his time in travel about the Conference in the
interest of the paper, that he be authorized to procure such editorial
assistance as may seem necessary and that his assistants be paid out
of the running expenses of the paper.

4. We recommend that the editor and business manager’'s salary
be the same as last year.

5. We recommend that Miss Maude E. Hodges be continued in her
present position at the same salary. .

6. We urge that a vigorous campaign be waged during the remain-
ing part of October and the whole of November for new subscriptions,
and that each presiding elder endeavor to carry to the quarterly con-
ference a like appeal to that of our Bishop before this Conference.

7. We recommend that the business manager be authorized to bor-
row the money necessary to meet the current expenses from time to
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sixty days before Conference so that the members of the board in the
various districts may make a careful study of each case.

We wish to record our appreciation of the bequest made to the
Board of Church Extension by Rev. G. 0. Homan, deceased.

REPORT OF BIBLE BOARD.

Your Bible Board respectfully submits the following report:

The American Bible Society continues its work of translating,
publishing and distributing the Bible and portions of Scripture, with
encouraging results. During the 119 years since its organization, in
1816, the Society has put the Bible and portions into 954 languages
and dialects, and has distributed approximately 261,250,000 volumes.

Four Centuries of the Printed English Bible.

Your board would call especial attention to the fact that an anni-
versary of more than ordinary interest in the history of the Bible
occurs this year. In 1535, four hundred years ago, there appeared the
first printed English Bible, translated by Miles Coverdale. A national
committee, appointed to foster a suitable celebration of this fourth
centenary, has defined the objectives of the observance to be: Empha-
sizing the invaluable treasure possessed by the English-speaking people
for four hundred years, encouraging a fresh reading and study of the
Book, and, finally, making a copy of it available to every American
home.

3
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There are approximately seventy-five charges in our Conference to
which missionary appropriations are made by our board. We urge
upon our preachers, presiding elders and people the duty of making
every effort to reduce the amount of these financial appeals.

We hereby nominate Dr. John Paul Tyler as missionary secretary
of the Baltimore Conference to serve without compensation, and in
connection with a charge, and we respectfully request Bishop Mouzon
so to appoint him. The following committees were appointed to serve
for the coming year: Evangelism—L. H. Greenwood, J. C. Dugger and
William N. Dunn; Representatives on the Board of Managers of the
Pastors’ School, Front Royal, Va.—John Paul Tyler and R. E. Musser.

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BALTIMORE CONFERENCE BOARD OF LAY ACTIVITIES.
Report No. 1.

Under the responsibility given us by the last General Conference,
we submit our Report No. 1 on the question of temperance.

The Methodist Church has consistently held that the use of intoxi-
cating liquor is inimical to the welfare of the individual and to society.
From the time of Wesley, our Church has espoused the cause of tem-
perance and has fought this great evil. For the past fifty years it
has pressed the battle until a great victory was won in the passage
of the Eighteenth Amendment.

Then there was a blunder. The Church ceased its education, its
propaganda, its fight, and after a few years the liquor interests suc-
ceeded in overthrowing the amendment. Now the question is in the
hands ot the several states for a solution.

The liquor interests in America have deliberately set out to make
as many drinkers as possible. By the most lavish and most insidious
propaganda, by fair means or foul, they would make every man,
woman or young person in this country a drinker of intoxicants. The
attendant evils are ncthing to them. They care nothing for human
welfare; their only concern is gain.

On the other hand the Church of Christ stands for the highest
welfare of human society and must again be in the forefront in its
opposition to this curse of the human race. The Church must take a
stand. This Conference must voice its position and enforce the Disci-
pline on this question.

By education against intemperance from the pulpit, in the church
school, in the literature of the Church, in the home, by the sober,
godly example of church members, and supporting other agencies for
educational purposes, the evil of the liquor traffic must be made known
to our people. The Church must also build again in this country a
sentiment for character and integrity in those who represent us in
government, by voting for good and honest men for all public offices.

This issue is clear. In another generation a nation of drinkers of
intoxicating liquor, with all its attendant evils, will come upon the
stage, or the Church triumphant in its mighty efforts for the welfare
of the millions of God’s peopie must bring about the destruction‘of
this traffic.

We must have courage and wisdom and press the battle hard, remem-
bering that Christ and all the enthroned host of God fight on our side.

come. Our largest sources consist of maintenance subscriptions,
Christmas offerings, Mother’s Day offerings, memorials, bequests, gen-
eral contributions and profits from the farm. We note a steady in-
crease coming through most of these channels, for which we are
deeply grateful, but we note a decrease in some channels. We would
impress our pastors and leaders with the importance of keeping the
needs of the Home before our people, for we are convinced that an
increased emphasis upon these offerings will be necessary if we pur-
pose to adequately sustain the Home.

We report that for the first time since 1930 we close the year with a

deficit, carrying over an unpaid obligation of $1,998.26. We accept this
obligation as a challenge and with the determination to recover our
coveted position next year by your help. Moreover, we have in con-
templation the opening of Epworth Hall, which will accommodate
twelve more guests and will increase our running expenses. How-
ever, we believe that our people are expecting us to provide for many
urgent cases now upon our waiting list and we look to the churches
of the Conference to supply the necessary funds. If the 40% of the
churches which neglected the Mother’s Day offering this year would
respond with an offering next year that alone would supply our need.

The outstanding improvement for the year is the completion of our

hospital. We now have an attractive hospital, with six private rooms,
diet kitchen, dispensary and nurses’ room. This needed improvement
was made possible through the generous gift of Miss Carrie M. Young,
Mt. Vernon Place Church, Washington, D. C.

Gratefully acknowledging our appreciation to our faithful staff of

workers, our volunteer workers in the field and all cheerful givers to
this worthy institution we press forward.

Recommendations:

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REPORT OF THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES OF FRANCIS ASBURY
SCHOOL, INC.

During the school year 1934-35 scholarships were granted from the
funds of this board to the amount of $837.50. For the current year
1935-36 nine scholarships have been granted, amounting to $1,175.00.
These scholarships are of two kinds, namely, loans and donations,
limited to $150 each per school year. For the loan scholarships
properly attested notes must be given and the interest and principal
paid promptly, according to agreement. Donation scholarships are
given with the understanding that repayment shall be made, in whole
or in part, if and when the beneficiary is able to do so, he being the
sole judge thereof. The application must be approved by the presiding
elder and the quarterly conference.

According to the terms of the charter, as amended, these scholar-
ships are available to boys and girls, preferably from mountainous
and remote rural sections, who need financial assistance in securing an
education in secondary schools. In the case of young men and young
women who are preparing for the ministry or missionary work of
the M. E. Church, South, the funds are also available in helping them
meet the expense of their college education. The board _asks the
cooperation of the presiding elders and pastors in giving information
concerning these funds entrusted to us and the conditions regarding
their use.

EDWIN WALTER BRUBAKER.

It was an inspiration to know intimately well Edwin Walter Bru-
baker. Always, after having been in his presence, you knew that you
had been with a man of God. Brother Brubaker was a quiet, unassum-
ing man, caring little for notoriety, but with a conscientiousness and
conviction that were rarely exceeded. He was never demanding in
the Conference, but felt any appointment that was given him was an
opportunity to serve God and a challenge to his best efforts.

As a preacher, he was sound and of the evangelical type. He be-
lieved absolutely in the doctrine of Regeneration—that one must be
born again and that the religion of Jesus Christ, when applied to life,
did produce new creatures.

As a friend he was dependable and trustworthy. He would go out
of his way to be friendly. It is doubtful if he ever had an enemy, but
through deeds of kindness and proving himself a friend, he was held
in highest esteem by those who knew him.

As a Christian, he lived by his conviction. How well his pastor
remembers him in his last days when he was conscious that the eve-
ning shadows were gathering and that he was nearing the end of his
journey. There was his lament over the return of the liquor traffic
and his constant prayer that it might be short lived. Then, there
was his constant heartsearching. Had he always been just and kind
and forgiving? Because, he said, he could not hope to be forgiven
unless he himself forgave. Had he any unpaid debts? Had he un-
knowingly ever defrauded anyone? Had he always given God His
tithe? Had he always done the best he could to be a Christian? Those
last few days before he slipped away were spent in a grand and
glorious farewell to the things of earth, and in taking a firmer grip
on things eternal.

Brother Brubaker began life’'s journey near Marksville, in Page
County, Virginia, October 23, 1868, and he laid down to rest in Front
Royal, Virginia, November 12, 1934. He was sixty-six years of age.
He was the son of William and Margaret Ann Brubaker. He was
converted when he was about fifteen years of age at the old Mt. Horeb
Camp Meeting, near Elkton. His testimony was, “When I was con-
verted God spoke to me in such a certain way, I had to shout.” He
was educated at Randolph-Macon Academy at Bedford City and at
Randolph-Macon College at Ashland.

In September, 1894, he was married to Miss Jessamine Thomas of
Mifflinburg, Pennsylvania. From this union were born seven chil-
dren—Charles W., E. Walter, Mary Margaret, Emma Calphurnia, John
T., Willard G. and Irma Ruth. He is survived by his widow and the

conference. None of us will forget Sister Homan’s remarkable ad-
dresses made during the time she was secretary of the Woman’s
Missionary Society in the Roanoke District. She always thanked God
when a pastor who was careless of the missionary interests,was re-
moved, and in her characteristic way would say: “I prayed him out
of the district.” These two servants of God were outstanding char-
acters in our Conference in their day and generation. No couple
prayed more earnestly for the peace and prosperity of the Church of
our Lord Jesus Christ, and they being dead yet speak through their
bequests to the Board of Missions and to the Board of Church Exten-
sion.

As a preacher Brother Homan was a man of the Book. With him
the Bible was the Word of God, and it was final in all matters of
faith and practice. He wrestled with a passage until he was satis-
fied that he had its message from God. Whom he spoke he felt he
might rightly say “Thus saith the Lord”. There was always in his
interpretation the note of originality and in its presentation his
characteristic manner. He enjoyed the preaching of others and was
a just critic of them. He had no patience with men of compromising
attitude of spirit and he was a fundamentalist of the strictest type.

It was fitting that he was permitted to preach a final sermon on
January 28th, 1935, just before his final illness. It was in Raleigh
Court Church and his text was “Upon this rock I will build my
Church” and he closed this fervent discourse with a favorite hymn:

“I love thy Church, O God,
Her walls before thee stand

Dear as the apple of thine eye
And graven on thy hand.”

About noon on Thursday, April 13th, 1935, Brother Homan passed
to his reward from his earthly home in Roanoke, Va. Memorial serv-
ices were conducted by the Rev. J. R. Wood and Rev. C. M. Hesser
at Raleigh Court Church at four o’clock the following afternoon. The
body was taken to Burlington, W. Va., and further services were con-
ducted from the home of a brother, H. Crowder Homan (who for many
vears has been a lay delegate to this Conference). The Rev. R. L.
Eutsler, the Rev. Harry Marsh and the Rev. H. S. Coffey officiated at
this service and laid the body to rest in the family cemetery in a
grave next to that of his beloved wife, who preceded him in death
four years ago.

With the passing of Brother Homan another link that binds us to
the Old Baltimore Conference is broken. This Conference will long
hold in cherished memory both Brother and Sister Homan, who are
now united in that upper kingdom where righteousness reigns and
the glory of God is the supreme delight of all its inhabitants.

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The Conference of 1910 granted him the superannuate relation, and
he retired to a modest home at Catlett, Virginia, in the bounds of his
last charge.

Yielding to the solicitations of his daughter, he went to Washington
after the death of his second wife and, though “in age and feebleness
extreme”, spent some peaceful and happy months in the home of his
daughter and son-in-law, who ministered lovingly to his every need.

It was here, in the Capital City, that the writer of this memoir
found growing delight in renewing and rewelding ties that began
forging some sixty years before. We came, frequently, into a close
personal relation that seemed more vital because of the intimacy of
the early years of our ministry. The passing years tore us apart,
geographically, but the brotherly touch held, and still holds.

His daughter writes, with affectionate appreciation of his sterling
worth:

1. “Almost without exception, my father left a circuit with better

churches or parsonage.”

“He preferred small places, circuits.”

“There are at least two preachers in the Conference who were

converted under his ministry.”

4. “His trumpet never sounded an uncertain note. People always
knew where he stood.”

An incident illustrative of the positiveness of his character seems
worthy of record: Following him for the third time, I was met at the
parsonage by William H. Buhrman, one of the best men, and almost
the best steward, I have ever known. He seemed glad to usher me
into a new parsonage in a charming village. He remarked: ‘“When
Brother Burgess came to our circuit, I escorted him to our parsonage,
and after he had viewed it thoroughly, within and without, I asked
what he thought of it. He replied: ‘My wife shall never be subjected
to the experience that would be her’s in this isolated spot’; and that
proved to be his final word. We did not like his attitude—but he left
you this parsonage.”

But other traits adorned the character that unfolded with the years—
sincerity, honesty, fidelity, human sympathy, Christian charity—all
the graces that go with a life consecrated to high purpose were mani-
fest to those who watched his growth and ripening age.

As he did not try to save himself, his naturally robust physique
vielded to the hardships of continuous circuit life in horse-and-buggy
days. So, earlier than many, he came to anchor in that port of dere-
licts, the Sargasso Sea of superannuation. Even here he experienced
much joy in the services of the sanctuary, and in contact with the
brethren, all of whom he loved fervently.

His earthly end came suddenly at last. But “All journeys end in
welcome to the weary.”

GEORGE WHITEFIELD RICHARDSON.

In the passing of Rev. George Whitefield Richardson the Baltimore
Conference has lost one of its most faithful and efficient ministers,
The story of his life may be briefly told, but its influence will abide
through the years.

He was born October 14, 1862, at Mt. Pleasant in Alleghaney County,
Virginia, not far from the city of Covington. Back of him were godly
parents and they bequeathed their son a rich inheritance of faith.
When but three years of age he was bereft of his mother and the care
of the family fell entirely upon his father, William Carl Richardson,
who was a local preacher, licensed and ordained before the War
between the States. Every evening, before the children were too
sleepy to understand, this good man would gather them about him to
read and explain in simple language the Word of God. To this George
always attributed his love of the Bible.

During the pastorate of Rev. J. C. Sedwick, when he was sixteen
years of age, George was genuinely converted. At once he began to

Here his active ministry came to a close
after two years of splendid service.

To a rich experience of divine grace in his life was added a rare
ability of imparting it in a picturesque way to others and those to
whom he ministered never failed to receive their portion of meat in
due season or to be fed upon the Bread of Life. He was a choice
spirit and he loved his Lord, being never so happy as when engaged
in preaching the Word. His heart was as big as his body and over-
flowed in tenderness and sympathy to all. Possessed of splendid
administrative ability, he rendered distinguished service both as pastor
and presiding elder. Wherever he went he left behind him a holy
influence in “minds made better by his presence”. He was genial and
gracious and kindly with a sparkling wit which could “beget smiles
that had no cruelty” and he was a real man, a man four-square, a
Christian gentleman whom to know was to love.

On December 16, 1891, Brother Richardson was married to Miss
Mary Spencer de Krafft of Amelia County, Virginia, whose loving care
made bright all his remaining days and smoothed for his tottering feet
the descending path. No children came to bless their home and vet
they were not without the music of childish voices playing about them
for his niece, Lillian Johnson Richardson, lived with them from the
time of her mother's death, when she was very young, until she
married and went to live in Los Angeles, where she now resides.
During their first pastorate, living in the home of Mr. M. T. Spangler,
they became so enamored of Polly, the baby of the household, that
upon leaving they asked the privilege of having her go with them.
This she did and ever after she spent the greater part of each year
with these foster parents. Had she been their own daughter the ties
which bound them together could not have been more tender and to
them she came for a parting bhlessing, as she went out into her own
home, the wife of Mr. Edward S. Macklin, president of New River
State College, Montgomery, West Virginia. 3

At the Conference of 1932, Brother Richardson asked for the super-
annuate relation and retired to the home he had built in Upperville,
Virginia. He was happy here in the fellowship of this people and
spent his days in the little cabinet shop where he loved to work, and
in preaching as opportunity offered and visiting among his friends.

Death found him ready. The advancing shadows, which he clearly
saw, were to him but the harbingers of a brighter day. “I am not
looking into the grave,” said he in his characteristic way, “but
beyond.” The last conscious words from his faltering lips were an
echo of the glorious gospel he had preached for almost forty years:
“Whosoever will . . .. come.” In the home of his foster daughter in
Montgomery, West Virginia, on the afternoon of Saturday, June 22,
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CHARLES LUTHER POTTER.

It was on Sunday, July 21, 1935, in Mount Crawford, Virginia, that
Charles Luther Potter put off the mortal to be clothed upon with
immortality and passed into the presence of his Lord, that he might
lay down the record of a faithful ministry, which he had rendereq,
and receive the Crown of Life. Almost eighty years before this
Triumphal Entry he had been born in Staunton, Virginia, September
9, 1855, and these years had been filled with such fruitful service that
he came not empty-handed to his coronation day, but bearing many
golden sheaves for the garner of God.

His ancestry was a distinguished one. His great-grandfather,
Bartholomew Fuller, had come to this country from Ireland at the
solicitation of Washington and, settling in Fredericksburg, had taken
charge of an academy. Subsequently this ancestor moved to Staunton
where he continued teaching as headmaster of a school in that city.
His father was an elder in the Presbyterian Church of the samé
Place during the pastorate of Dr. Wilson, the father of President
Woodrow Wilson. After his father's death, doubtless due to the

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Bishop Granbery in 1885 and 1894, respectively, and while he was
still in the local ranks. The death of his wife, formerly Miss Ella
Hutcheson of Staunton, to whom he had been married January 4,
1880, and the care of his family, made it necessary for him to give
up his work in the Conference and return to a business career. This
he continued for seven years; but the hand of the Lord was upon
him and turning his back upon flattering opportunities for worldly
success he sought admittance into the traveling connection in 1895.

The following are the charges he served: 1895, Wardensville;
1899, Berkeley; 1901, Stafford; 1905, Frederick; 1909, Monterey; 1911,
Mount Crawford; 1915, Elkton; 1920, Greenville; 1922, Mount Craw-
ford. In 1926, when Conference convened, he asked for the super-
annuate relation.

3rother Potter was married a second time, December 4, 1891, to
Miss Alice Grant of Clarke County, Virginia. To this union no chil-
dren were born. Of the two sons and one daughter of his first mar-
riage, only Mrs. Gertrude Potter Payne, of Washington, D. C., survives.

3y whatever standard judged, Charles Luther Potter was a successful
minister of the gospel. His education, begun in the schools of Rich-
mond, was continued by his own efforts until he become familiar with
the best thought and teaching of the Church. He was alert to every
movement of his day and quick to note its effect upon the Kingdom
of God. His business training gave him a fine approach to the people
of every community in which he lived and his preaching, always
scriptural and expository, carried conviction to the hearts of his
hearers. He was a wise administrator and by reason of his magnetic
personality, which drew young and old into the circle of his friend-
ship, he was enabled to adjust difficulties, smooth out differences and
harmonize discordant elements into a pacific whole. The people to
whom he ministered found in the messages he brought them a con-
tinual enrichment of their faith. Character was strengthened under
the impact of the gospel as he proclaimed it and many souls were led
by him to a saving knowledge of Jesus Christ, not a few of whom
remain to this day to bear grateful testimony to the holy influence
of his work and life.

During Brother Potter’s second pastorate in Mount Crawford, he
established his home and retired to that place after his superannua-
tion. Here his last years were spent, among a people whose tender
sympathy and loving care made glad his declining days. Gradually
his health began to fail. Medical skill was unable to stay its progress.
Slowly the end of the pilgrimage drew near. However, the day before
his death he was able to be about the house and even out of doors.
Yet the hour was at hand. He had made every preparation and, with
the coming of the Sabbath Day, he fell gently asleep as “one who
lays him down to pleasant dreams.”

His funeral was held in the church at Mount Crawford, which was
filled to overflowing with sorrowing friends. The services were con-

With these words upon his lips, late on an afternoon a few days he-
fore he passed away, our Brother L. L. Lowance watched a lovely sun-
set.

_/—Lewis Lynch Lowance was born February §, 1874, near Williams-
burg. West Virginia. \He was the son of the late John M. and Susan
Judy Lowance, persons well known in their local community. These
gave him the benefit of a sound and thorough early training.\At the
age of fifteen he felt the call of God and united with the Church.

In 1907 he married Miss Lucy Pearl Lightner of Valley Center,
Highland County,/Virginia. His bride proved a helpmeet worthy of
him. She became the mother of his children and the gracious mistress
of the parsonage upon those charges where her husband served. To
Brother and Sister Lowance were born the following children, who
survive: Misses Alma and Edna Lowance, and Lewis Lynch Lowance,
Jr., now residing in Covington, Virginia.

The years between 1904 and 1935, when God called His laborer
home, were filled with the usual diversified but important labors of the
ministry.-~"The annals of pastoral life are very much alike in any
series of appointments. Our brother’s record can be outlined in the
list of the charges he served: Greenbank, West Virginia; Hot Springs,
Virginia; Rockbridge, Virginia; Selma, Virginia; Blue Sulphur, West
Virginia; Monterey, Virginia; Shenandoah, Virginia; Ridgeway, West
Virginia; Berryville, Virginia; Romney, West Virginia; Hillsboro,
West Virginia, and Brunswick, Maryland. -

Brother Lowance was always a successful evangelist with children
and young people, and was one of the first to emphasize the value of
Christian education in its wider reaches, as this affects the youth of
the Church. At the time of his death he was planning to write a
catechism for primary children—something yet very much needed.
He had already formulated and printed certain helps for the benefit
of those pastors who take seriously their duties with regard to the
pastoral teaching of children. This writer had the privilege of send-
ing for and using some of the material prepared by Brother Lowance
for the instruction of young members of the Church—material that
proved very helpful. Those who have seen the plan and completed
structure of the splendid religious educational building at Romney,
West Virginia, built under the personal supervision of Brother Low-
ance, can the more readily understand the interest and concern of our
brother for the work of the Church as a teacher of the young.

Nor was he more concerned for the education of others than he was
to keep himself abreast of the thought currents of the time. Through-
out life he was an untiring student, always to be found reading and
studying. Brother Lowance memorized the entire Gospel of Mark,
with several other parts of the Scripture, in order that he might better
give the gospel story to his people.

As a church builder, our brother made a distinguished record for
himself. When he was appointed to Selma, there was no church on
that work. Brother Lowance at once set to work and planned one.
The edifice which stands there today was built during his pastorate.
Much of the labor on the building was done with his own hands.

Likewise, at Stanley, Virginia, he drew plans for a new building,
solicited the funds, and with his own labor and under his supervision
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this year. Then, on the advice of his physician, he went to Miy Gap,
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treatment, and his powers gradually wasted away until the fina] sum-
mens came on August §, 1935, at 7:30 A. M.
